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XYV. And be it further cnacted by the authority aforesaid, that, this Act shalt
be deemed a Public Act, and be judicially taken notice.of as.such, by all
Judges, Justices of the Peace and otherpersons whomsoever, wnhout the same
being specially pleaded.

XVI. And it further enacted by the authority aforeeald that this Act shall
continue and be in force until the first day of June one thousand eight hundred
and fifty-one and no longer.
