Majesty by aind with the advice and consent of the LegislativeCouncil and Assembly of
the Province of Lower Canada, constituted and assenibled by virtue of and under
the authority of an Act passed in the Parliament of Great Britain, intituied, " An

c jesty's Reign, intituied, "An Act jor naking more efectual provision for the
" Govcrnment of the Province of Quebec, in North Aimerica ;'' and to Inake further
