14 Victoria — Chapter 34

An Act to establish the Road from Lower Trout Brook Bridge, on the Great Road between Saint
Andrews and Fredericton, to the Town of Magaguadavic, as one of the Great Roads of
Communication. Passed 30th April 1851.

Be it enacted by the Lieutenant Governor, Legislative Council and Assembly, That the Road leading
from Lower Trout Brook Bridge, on the Great Road between Saint Andrews and Fredericton, by
the second Falls of the River Magaguadavic, on the western side of the said River, to the Town of
Magaguadavic, be and the same is hereby established as one of the Great Roads of
Communication in this Province.
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
